RWB Report –October 16, 2019
Office Updates 08/01/19-10/16/19:
892 new members from August 1, 2019- September 30, 2019- New Members that have visited or have utilized our services in the last 2 months. 
- August 549
- September 343

65 job seekers scheduled for NCRC testing, and had 35 in attendance.  

48 open inter event hosted in the office. 474 job seekers scheduled for interviews for all 48 different events. 371 of the 474 job seekers received an interview.

403 job seekers scheduled to attend an office workshop, only 149 job seekers attended the available workshops in the center. 

10 New referrals to Job Corps 

103 New referrals to Promise Jobs- only 57 attended the initial orientation to enroll in the program

112 job seekers selected to attend a RESEA appointment- 43 attended the mandatory meeting. 

Office Top Priorities:
Office Location- We continue to search for new office location. The last update we received is a floor that would include IowaWORKS and Iowa Vocational Rehabilitation together under one roof. IowaWORKS is under a temporary lease until the end of April 2020, and IVRS lease is ending at the end of August 2020. We are both in need of new office location. 
IowaWORKS new case management system- the system continues to improve as we use it. It has been difficult at times, but the system experts continue to improve the system every day to make it work for us.  
Registered Apprenticeships- To increase the number of RA programs, Region 6 hosted a Register Apprenticeship summit with Alliant Energy. The even generated multiple request to start new RA programs. The Business Services Team is currently working with Manatt’s, Mid Iowa Co-op, Aureon, Unity Point, and Iowa Veterans Home.
Future Ready Iowa- We continue to increase awareness of the Future Ready Iowa and the findings available to employer to start new programs. Region 6 hosted a FRI summit on October 10th at Marshalltown company. It was a great event, Alliant Energy and JBS spoke on their efforts to upskill and reach out to underrepresented populations. 
Home Base Iowa- We have a great start now with our new Business Marketing Specialist, Lisa Bienfang. We have started working with Iowa Falls to work towards making Hardin County the first Home Base Iowa County in Region 6. First meeting to review has been set for November 14th.

Past Events:
August 8-10. IowaWORKS participated on the 105th Annual Meskwaki Pow Wow at the Meskwaki Settlement in Tama. IowaWORKS staff promoted all IowaWORKS services and programs available to job seekers and employers. This was the first time to be part of this event. 
August 13- IowaWOKRS and IWD Labor Market Information Bureau conducted a presentation to 36 educators at the Marshalltown Teacher Externship. LMI Presented about Marshalltown Labor Market information, how the unemployment rates look at the moment, top employing industries, and Marshalltown’s in and out of commute. IowaWORKS presentation was on IowaWORKS services, Future Ready Iowa, Career Coach, Registered Apprenticeships, National Career Readiness Certificate(NCRC), Workshops, Hiring events, and partnership with iJAG.
August 8-18- IowaWORKS staff from across the state volunteered to work at the IowaWORKS booth at the Iowa State Fair. This is a great opportunity to connect with many Iowans and teach them about the services available through the Future Ready Iowa initiative and IowaWORKS. 
August 29- Core Partners and Community Partners attended a full day of training related to Register Apprenticeships. Amy Beller from IWD presented on how Region 6 can create new RA programs and how we can market to job seekers on those opportunities. 
September 4- IowaWORKS hosted an Employer Council of Iowa Event at the IowaWORKS office. Iowa Workforce Development presented to employer on the benefits of using the Unemployment Insurance State Information Data Exchange System (SIDES). SIDES is a web based system that allows electronic transmission of information requests from UI agencies to employers and/or Third Party Administrators.
September 13- IowaWORKS office conducted a Registered Apprenticeship Employer Summit. Alliant Energy hosted the Summit at their Technical Training Facility.  Amy Beller, Registered Apprenticeship Coordinator, Jill Lippincott, Project Manage, and Lori Wildman, Training Specialist were the speakers. 9 employers attended the RA summit and all showed interest in starting new RA programs. 5 out of the 9 have started the paperwork to get their programs Registered. We hope to have a better update on the new program by the next meeting.
September 27-  Disability Access Committee invited all Core Partners to job a ADA accessibility assessment training conducted by Page Eastin, Workforce Program Coordinator. Page started with a presentation about how to conduct an assessment, the role, tools, and the potential penalties if employer are not ADA compliant. This is another resource that employer can use before they face any penalties. 
October 10- Region 6 hosted a FRI summit on October 10th sponsored and hosted by Marshalltown Company. Iowa Workforce Development director gave a presentation on Future Ready Iowa and the need to close Iowa’s Skills Gap. She also talked about funding available through Future Ready Iowa and Registered Apprenticeships. Jill Lippincott, Iowa Economic Development Authority, presented on Apprenticeships and funding available to employers. Carla Gall, with Alliant Energy talked about Registered Apprenticeship with Alliant, funding used, and how they are marketing employment opportunities to underrepresented populations. Nicolas Aguirre with JBS spoke on their efforts to upskill their current workforce through JBS internships and JBS Trainee Programs.

In 2017, IVCCD conducted a
comprehensive assessment of all

its facilities in Hardin (Ellsworth
Community College), Marshall
(Marshalltown Community College/
Towa Valley Continuing Education),
Poweshiek (Iowa Valley Grinnell)
and Tama (Iowa Valley Continuing
Education) Counties. Several of the
buildings in Hardin and Marshall
Counties were built in the 1970s and
1980s, and a few are even older.

This bond issue would fund major
capital improvement projects on
the Iowa Falls, Marshalltown and
Grinnell campuses.

These projects are identified as being
essential to the District’s safety,
security and sustainability:

« Learning Spaces — Renovate
STEM classrooms and labs,
improve library and Student
Success Center, and remodel
IVCE Conference Center and
meeting/workforce training
rooms.

« Safety & Security — Upgrade
security systems (cameras, key/
locking, fire safety) and improve
campus lighting.

o Technologies - Upgrade
infrastructures and improve
internet connectivity across the
four county service area.

« Infrastructures - Upgrade aging
HVAC and electrical systems,
rehab interior and exterior
walls and ceilings, improve
accessibility, and refresh public
spaces.

« Living Spaces — Renovate
outdated ECC student housing
buildings (Thompson Hall - built
in 1972 and Wall Hall - built in
1964) and add capacity.

The language on the ballot will read as follows:

“Shall the Iowa Valley Community College District (Merged Area VI) in the
Counties of Butler, Franklin, Grundy, Hamilton, Hardin, Jasper, Marshall,
Poweshiek, Story, and Tama, State of lowa, be authorized to renovate,
improve, repair, construct, erect, furnish, and equip existing buildings, at
multiple campus and enrollment locations, with an emphasis on safety,
security, and sustainability; to construct, erect, remodel, repair, renovate,
improve, furnish, and equip student housing buildings and additions to
existing student housing building; and issue its school bonds in an amount
not exceeding $32,000,000 for such purpose?”
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
